That‟s a mouthful of words isn‟t it? There are too many to digest at one time. I do occasionally 

tie one of these phrases to a sermon point or illustration. With this newsletter I am starting a 

series of articles on our purpose statement and guiding principles. Today the word is Striving. 
 

Striving means try for, exert oneself, aim, or attempt. There is some notion of doing one's best, 

going all out, or making every effort. The group working on our purpose statement last winter 

wanted all of those meanings before us. It is demanding work, this striving. It is not our work 

alone; indeed it is first of all God‟s work, the loving of all people.

But by God‟s grace and with the power of the Holy 

Spirit we can be loving, even has God has loved us. It matches nicely with the two year theme of 

the ELCA, “God’s Work, Our Hands.”

For everything there is a season, and at time for every matter under heaven. – 

Ecclesiastes 3:1

Bishop Mark Hanson 
August 24, 2010 

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 
 On a recent morning walk I reflected upon familiar words from Ecclesiastes, "For 
everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heaven" (Ecclesiastes 3:1, 
NRSV). As I walked, I prayed and pondered about this time in the life of the Evangelical 
Lutheran Church in America (ELCA). It is my prayer that we use this time for discerning and 
engaging; for repenting and reconciling; for restraint but not timidity; and for rejoicing. 
 
A Time for Discerning and Engaging 
 Throughout the ELCA I hear people asking, "Is my voice heard? Will my voice be 
respected as we seek together to discern God's purpose for us?" The answer is yes. 
Nevertheless, people of deep faith and a desire to be part of this church wonder: Do we mean it 
when we say we can preach, teach and hold divergent views on sexuality and be full 
participants in the ELCA's life and witness? Again, the answer is yes. 
 My confident "yes" is predicated upon our shared commitment to be engaged together 
in discernment. This discernment is hard work. It must be grounded in the witness of the 
Scriptures and the Confessions, and it needs the voices of all the baptized. It calls for the Holy 
Spirit's guidance and our prayerful, disciplined and respectful listening to one another.  
 Even more, the source for my confident "yes" is God's gracious "yes" to us, spoken 
through the life, death and resurrection of Jesus. The "yes" of Jesus empowers us to be 
passionately engaged. It frees us to ask questions, have difficult conversations and uncover 
differences and tensions. It calls each of us to be everyday evangelists, discerning together 
what the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ means for the world and for our common life.  
 Let our shared commitment be that our discerning together always will serve our 
proclamation of Jesus Christ in word and deed and our engagement in God's mission for the life 
of the world.  
 
A Time for Repenting and Reconciling  
 The most powerful moment in the recent assembly of The Lutheran World Federation 
occurred when Lutherans asked for forgiveness from God and from Mennonites for the 
violence done to Anabaptist Christians in Reformation times and through the continuing 
legacies in Lutheran teachings. This public act of repentance, with many delegates on their 
knees, was a powerful witness to the healing of wounds in Christ's body, the church. 
 With tears in our eyes, we heard promises of God's mercy in Christ and words of 
forgiveness from Mennonite sisters and brothers as we received and shared God's gift of 
forgiveness and healing. 
 This experience of reconciliation is underscored for me in the fifth chapter of 2 
Corinthians: the powerful announcement that if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation. 
This new creation rises from Jesus, who died rather than be in the sin-accounting business.  



 

 The implication for us of the gospel's transforming power is that we become 
ambassadors for Christ. God has entrusted to each of us the message and ministry of 
reconciliation.
 As yet another Lutheran church body forms, we must ask how this separation in the 
body of Christ will serve the ministry and message of reconciliation entrusted to us by God. 
 The ELCA has and will continue reaching out to others for the sake of the gospel and 
serving our neighbor. Standing together, we are known as a church that rolls up its sleeves and 
solves problems, the church that is catalyst, convener and bridge builder. Our strong 
ecumenical relationships and global partnerships testify to that commitment. Yet before the 
ELCA can undertake any such efforts with a new Lutheran church body, I believe we must 
commit to obey the commandment against bearing false witness and commit to live its 
meaning in every setting, both private and public: "We are to fear and love God, so that we do 
not tell lies about our neighbors, betray or slander them, or destroy their reputations. Instead 
we are to come to their defense, speak well of them, and interpret everything they do in the 
best possible light" (The Small Catechism, Evangelical Lutheran Worship, p. 1161). 
 
A Time for Restraint but not Timidity 
 We live in a world that is plagued by incivility, willful misunderstanding and hurtful 
caricatures of those with whom one disagrees. Let us declare that such behaviors will stop with 
us. There is room in this church for lively conversations and disagreements about questions of 
faith and life. There is room in this church for vigorous dialogue that witnesses to faith without 
rushing to judgment and closing off discussion. 
 Let us be restrained in our judgments and speak charitably with and about one another.
Let us not be timid as we boldly proclaim Jesus Christ and participate in God's healing of the 
world. Let us generously, faithfully and courageously respond to the groaning of the creation 
and the cries of humanity. 
 
A Time for Rejoicing 
 Even in the midst of great challenges in the economy and in the church, we can rejoice 
because the ministry in which we are engaged is a ministry of God's mercy and reconciliation in 
Christ. Our ministry is not about us, our shortcomings or our problems, for we proclaim Jesus 
Christ. We rejoice in the forgiveness that God offers at the font and the table, in public 
proclamation and personal assurance. We celebrate the reconciliation from God that breaks 
down every dividing wall of hostility and unites humankind in the bonds of Christ. We delight in 
the promise of the new creation that God is bringing to life in Christ. We joyfully embrace the 
world and all its inhabitants in love and service. What a cause for rejoicing! 
“By your word, eternal God, your creation sprang forth, and we were given the breath of life. By 
your word, eternal God, death is overcome, Christ is raised from the tomb, and we are given 
new life in the power of your Spirit. May we boldly proclaim this good news in our words and 
our deeds, rejoicing always in your powerful presence; through Jesus Christ, our risen Lord. 
Amen.” (Evangelical Lutheran Worship, p. 75)

Habitat House Guatemala 

 

 
 

The name ‘Verapaz’ means “true peace”, 
and appropriately so, for the region was 
conquered by peaceful means in the 16th 
century.  On May 4, 1877 the Verapaz 
region was divided into the departments of 
Alta and Baja Verapaz. 
 
The terrain of Alta Verapaz is varied.  To the 
north lies the Chinajá mountains and the 
peak of Rubelsanto.  The Chamá and the 
Santa Cruz mountains run east-west 
through the center of the department.  The 
humid forests of these mountains give 
shelter to important species such as the 
Quetzal, Guatemala´s national bird, and the 
white monkey, as well as a large variety of 
orchids, birds, cats and small mammals.  In 
the extreme north and southeast stretch 
the lowlands of Chisec and Polochic. 

Cobán, the capital and location of the 
Habitat Affiliate office, is located in the 
southwest part of the department and 
situated at 1,320m (4,290ft) above sea 
level.  The terrain is mountainous, offering 
beautiful vistas during travel.  
 
Climate 
Cobán enjoys two seasons during the year: 
"summer" which is a somewhat dry, warm 
season from February to April, and "winter" 
which is cool and rainy from May to 
January.  During October, November, and 
December the area has the most rainfall.  
During the other "winter" months, a light 
rain (called ‘chipi-chipi’ by the locals) tends 
to concentrate in the afternoons.   
 
Ethnic Composition 
The majority of the population is 
Indigenous, about 90%, and is composed of 
Q’eqchi and Pokomchi, whom are among 
those groups that have most preserved 
their language.  The women’s dress is 
distinguishable by the pleated ‘corte’, or 
skirt and is not folded and fastened at the 
top with a sash as done by most other 
indigenous groups.  Although it has retained 
much of its indigenous influence, since the 
end of the last century, this region has also 
recieved many immigrants—above all 
German and British.  
 
The two main language groups of the area 
are Q'eqchi' and Po'komchi', though most 
all inhabitants speak Spanish as well.  The 
religious makeup of the area is primarily 
Catholic, however there is a strong 
'evangelico' or fundamental Protestant 
presence.  Many of the women wear the 
traditional "traje", or colorful indigenous 
dress, while the men wear western 
clothing.  



 

 
 
Economy 
The primary source of income in the area is 
small-scale agriculture—primarily coffee, 
corn, beans, rice, tea, cardamom, sugar 
cane, broccoli, potatoes, and fruit treas. 
Some of the homeowners work as day 
laborers on large farms, or in a couple of 
the local factories and processing plants of 
coffee and cardamom.  Livestock is also 
found in the lowlands, and in Tacti there is 
an industrial dairy.  The department is also 
home to several zinc and lead mines, as well 
as salt and gypsum that have yet to be 
exploited.  Petroleum is currently being 
explored in the northern regions.  On an 
industrial level, Alta Verapaz operates many 
shoe, construction material, and cement 
factories.  Alta Verapaz is also known for its 
abundance of orchids. 
 

 
Habitat Members in Coban

Although the climate is chilly and humid for 
most of the year, its beauty and kind 
families makes it a great place to work. The 
communities involved in the Habitat for 
Humanity housing project are 
approximately 80-85% indigenous peoples 
and about 15-20% Ladinos (mix of 
indigenous and European races).  
 
 
 

 
 

The families we work with in Coban are kind 
and hardworking. If they live in town they’ll 
work in a ‘tiendita’(corner store) or bakery. 
The families tend to stick together bringing 
multiple generations into a family complex. 
Houses in Coban are usually made of wood 
planks, covered with newspaper or plastic 
inside to prevent the drafts. 
 

A portion of the expense for Robert, Ken 
and Pastor Steve came from a long existing 
and previously unused “Dedicated Account” 
called Latin Americas Mission.  We are 
thankful for St. Paul’s financial support.

7) Prayer can be for yourself or someone else.  If you know someone who could 

use  a little help – add them to your prayers. 

8) Prayer doesn’t need a certain structure, length or specific words.  Whatever 

words you use, long or short, however your prayer comes out it is fine. 

9) Prayer doesn’t need a special occasion.  There are certain prayers appropriate to 

special occasions, but you don‟t need to wait for a special time to pray. 

10) Prayer doesn’t have to be a request.  It can also be used to give thanks for what 

you have already received.  “Thank you” is a perfect prayer.
